Eastern Iowa Observatory

Attractions
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Gettysburg Rock

One of only two rocks from the Gettysburg Battle-
field located outside of Pennsylvania. This granite 
Civil War rock was given to some of Lisbon’s fore-
fathers 50 years after the battle.
